Minutes of the meeting of the Queen Thorne Parish Council held on Monday 2nd July 2018 at Over with Nether Compton Village Hall

2. Chairman’s Announcements Cllr Dodd and the Council sent their best wishes for a speedy recovery to Cllr McBeath
[bookmark: _GoBack]3.Declarations of Interests Cllr Dodd declared an interest in the planning application at Plum Orchard.
4.The Minutes The minutes of a meeting held on 14 May 2018 were accepted as a true record and signed

5. Business Items arising from Meeting of 14 May 2018
a. Folly Lane Highways has been asked to replace the “No through road” signs. There have been fewer incidents of vehicles using the lane.
b. Trent Lane Signs Cllr Street reported that this is still in the planning stage. He is waiting for clarification of one road name.
c. Roadside clearing work in Sandford Orcas and Trent. DCC has completed the side verging and gully clearing in Sandford Orcas and Trent, as commissioned by the PC.  Recent verge cutting has left cut vegetation at the side of the roads. Cllr Hayton will contact DWP to ask for this to be cleared.
d. Neighbourhood Plans Cllrs are arranging a meeting for Over and Nether Compton and Sandford Orcas and have asked a NP expert from DCC to attend. The Parish Council agreed that it will pay costs for two councillors to attend the Westminster Briefing day on Neighbourhood Planning: Policy and Practice in September.
e. S106 Funding The parishes concerned are discussing options and will bring their final ideas to the September meeting. Ideas so far are: 1. The reinstatement of a raised footpath in Sandford Orcas. 2. Exercise equipment in Nether Compton.
f. Light pollution at Ratleigh Poultry Farm The Clerk has written to ask for the lighting to be reduced at night, but as yet has received no reply. Councillors are monitoring the lighting which is not so apparent with the light evenings.
g. Nether Compton Recreation Ground and exercise equipment proposal – discussed after Open Forum. The Parish Council agreed to supplement the Play Group funds with a donation of £2,000 towards the exercise equipment.  The Council will also request S106 funding for the project. 
h. Overhanging trees and guinea fowl in Over Compton The hedges have been cut. It seems there is little that can be done about the birds which are not presenting a large problem
i. Trent Village Hall sublease Battens have been engaged to do the work. They have sent a memorandum of understanding which is now being reviewed by the Village Hall Committee.



Open Forum
Ellen Hughes of the Nether Compton Play Group Committee presented a proposal to install three pieces of exercise equipment on the recreation ground and told the Council that the idea has been well received within the village. She asked the Council for a donation of £5000 for the project.
The Play Group is also funding a new tennis net and the refurbishment of the kitchen.
Three residents told the Council of their concern regarding possible development alongside the A30 at Over Compton. Future development in Dorset is the subject of the Local Plan Review Consultation due in August. It is believed that the Over Compton site is not one of the preferred options. 
Residents also asked about road sweeping in Over Compton which has not been carried out for some time. Cllr Hayton offered to ask DWP about this.

6. New Business
a. Overgrown hedges in Sandford Orcas  The area along Great Pit Lane, where the hedges are growing out into the road, is in Somerset. Cllr Lowe agreed to check the time limitations on hedge cutting with Dorset Highways and then contact Somerset CC.
b. Parish Council Privacy Policy and Data Protection Policy The Council approved the documents drafted by the Clerk.

7. Financial Matters:
