a. Neighbourhood Plans The Council resolved to arrange the first meeting of the steering group. The Council agreed to pay for the attendance of Jo Witherden at this meeting. A grant will be applied for in the next financial year. It is hoped that more members of the community will become part of the process as time goes on.
b. CIL funding: Sandford Orcas: The PCC is going through the processes of obtaining permission to floodlight the church tower. Nether Compton: The Council approved further payments for the defibrillator cabinet and phone box, see item 5e. Remaining NC funds: £1363 for a Community Venue and £161 for the phone box or other project.
c. Nether Compton Recreation Ground Nothing to report, no issues with grass cutting.
d. Drains and gullies Cllr Hayton volunteered to chase Dorset Highways for a quote. The Council agreed that a rolling programme of gully clearing and side verging would be desirable.
e. Defibrillator/phone box in Nether Compton: 14 people have been trained to use the equipment and a further training session will be held if required. The defibrillator and cabinet have been installed and Cllr Yendole has restored the phone box. Costs of glass panels and sandblasting had been higher than anticipated and the Council agreed to meet these from CIL funds. See finance section for details. The Council thanked Cllr Yendole once again for his hard work’.
f. Old School House: Cllr McBeath reported that the bees nests have been removed and the garden has been cut back and tidied up. Work on the house is still anticipated.
g. Hedge Cutting in Sandford Orcas Cllr Lowe reported that the village sign and one of the HGV signs at the bottom of Holway Hill have been damaged by hedge cutting. 
h. Climate Emergency: The Clerk and Cllr Hayton reported on the Advice seminar held at Dorset Council in November. Information on this will be included in the next QT magazine.

e. Allotments The Council approved £150 to pay for the provision and installation of a new gate at Trent Allotments.
f. Fingerpost restoration Cllr Yendole reported that he has 1 more post in Sandford Orcas and 3 or 4 in Trent still to renovate. The Council approved a further £500 for this purpose.
g. Road safety on the A30 The Council was told about a series of accidents that have occurred as a result of cars aquaplaning on the dual carriageway close to the Marl Lane crossroads. Cllr Legg reported that the issue has been logged by Dorset Council and he agreed to make enquiries about this and other highways issues in the area.
h. Trent Pond: Replacement Bench - The Clerk showed the Council some available benches starting at £450. Cllr Street offered to look at other options and also to ask the ECT if they would contribute towards the cost. The Council agreed to the replacement of a stolen post at the pond.

7. Financial Matters:

Financial Report and Payment of Invoices   The Council reviewed the financial report year to date and approved invoices for payment: Clerk salary (Dec/Jan) £812.95, KM Dike £355.83, Petty Cash £100, M. b. Payments made since last meeting: Already agreed or approved at the meeting – Community Heartbeat Trust £245, Hyperblast £420.
c. Next year’s budget and precept Following a lengthy discussion the Council approved a budget and agreed on a precept of £23,000. It was noted that within the current financial forecast the general reserve is decreasing from previously rather high levels. The Council agreed that it should maintain a general reserve that is never unnecessarily high but kept within the levels recommended by the Practitioners’ Guide for Smaller Authorities.
