Minutes of a Meeting of the Queen Thorne Parish Council held on Monday 6 November 2017 at Sandford Orcas Hall

1. Apologies Cllrs Allcard and Biddiscombe 
2. Chairman’s Announcements Cllr McBeath welcomed the District and County Councillors, and one member of the public.
3. Declarations of Interests There were no declarations of interest.
4. The Minutes The minutes of a meeting held on 4 September 2017 were accepted as a true record and signed

5. Business Items arising from Meeting of 4 September 2017
a. Over Compton Highways issues Cllrs Penfold, Chick and Biddiscombe had met with the Community Highways Officer. The proposal to alter the road junction at Nether Compton Green would cost too much and probably not be allowed. The Council resolved to put in posts where Folly Lane changes from a UCR to a bridleway in order to deter vehicles. 
b. Trent Lane Signs Cllr Street is due to attend a meeting at Somerset Records Office to verify the road names.
c. Trent Hall new lease, registration at Land Registry Compton The application to register the lease was made in August. The Council decided to pay the disbursement to Battens but withhold the fees until the application has been completed.
d. Sandford Orcas Village Hall, registration at the Land Registry The Council agreed to a quote from Battens of £300 - £500 for the registration application.
e.  Proposal to renovate fingerposts in Trent and Sandford Orcas Cllrs Yendole and Lowe have surveyed the fingerposts and decided on a programme of repairs including cost estimates. Cllr Yendole will do the work and hopes to complete one fingerpost per month. The Council thanked him and agreed to pay the costs of materials including new roundels.
f.  Superfast Broadband in Over Compton The owner of the triangle has been alerted to the installation of the cabinet and will contact BT. Enquiries have been made to try and find out the date when connection will be available for residents.
[bookmark: _GoBack]g. Sandford Orcas, manhole covers. The manhole cover outside Brookside will be repaired on December 19th. A further damaged cover outside The Bungalow next to Spring Lane will be reported.
Open Forum
A resident of Sandford Orcas asked the Council to be aware that some roadside hedges have become overgrown and will need to be cut back to allow clearing of the storm drains. 
Cllr Gould reported on the Planning Committee hearing for the application at 2 Bridge Place, Nether Compton, where he presented the Parish Council’s comments.  The approved plans were modified to incorporate some of the Parish Council suggestions.

6 New Business
a   Damaged Over Compton village sign:   Cllr Dodd will try and remove the graffiti. The Council agreed to pay for a new sign if it is not possible to repair the damage.
b  Sandford Orcas and Trent drain and gully clearing The Clerk will get quotes so that a decision can be taken at the next meeting.
c. Cutting of roadside hedges The Clerk will put a note in the Queen Thorne Magazine to remind property owners that roadside hedges should be cut and the debris cleared away to avoid problems with flooding.

The Council considered the budget and precept for 2018-19 and agreed that the same committee as last year should meet in order to prepare a draft budget for approval at the January full council meeting.
