Minutes of a meeting of the Queen Thorne Parish Council held on Monday 2nd March 2020 at Sandford Orcas Village Hall

Present: Cllrs McBeath, Brewer, Carter, Chick, Dodd, Hayton, Kipling, Lowe, Street, Yendole, DC Cllr Legg and Mr Bird of CPRE.

1. Apologies Cllrs Allcard, Biddiscombe, Harris
2. Chairman’s Statement The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked for brevity.
3. Declarations of Interests Cllr Carter declared an interest in item 6E and Cllr McBeath in item 6F.
4. The Minutes The minutes of the meeting held on 6 January 2020 were accepted as a true record and signed.

5. Business Items arising from meeting on January 6th 2020
a. Neighbourhood Plans The Council agreed to a scoping exercise as was formulated at the NP Steering Group meeting of February 11th. A flyer will be sent out in the April edition of the QT Magazine, to be followed by workshops at village events in May. The Council agreed to fund the printing of the material and the costs of the Dorset Planning Consultant for a further steering group meeting later in May.
b. CIL funding: Sandford Orcas: The PCC is going through the processes of obtaining permission from the diocese to floodlight the church tower. Nether Compton: The Council approved further expenses of £42.40 for the renovation of the phone box. Remaining NC funds: £1363 for a Community Venue and £117.68 unspecified.
c. Nether Compton Recreation Ground Some new fencing is required. The Council will consider using the ringfenced youth sport money for this.
d. Drains and gullies The Council agreed to a DC quotation of £5,800 for the gully and side verging work in Sandford Orcas and Trent. A member of the public from Sandford Orcas spoke about a frequent problem of water gathering on the road outside his house. Highways had referred him to the Parish Council. It was noted that with the recent bad weather Highways have been very busy dealing with problems all over the area. The Clerk will write to P. Thatcher about blocked drains on Compton Road. It was also generally agreed that farmers must make an effort to keep field drains clear to avoid water pouring onto the roads.

Open Forum
Mr Dickie Bird from CPRE spoke about the planning application for a large solar farm at Lillington. CPRE oppose the proposal believing that it will have an adverse effect on a beautiful area of countryside. The Council agreed to write in support of the CPRE position.
 
e. Trent phone box: Views will be sought within the village on the future use of the box. At the moment a book exchange is the front runner.
f. Standing order review: The Council agreed to the minor changes drafted by the Clerk. It was decided to start a review of the code of conduct at the next meeting.
g. Climate Emergency: It was agreed that the Clerk will draft a letter to Chris Loder MP asking him to support the Local Electricity Bill and measures to make the heating of rural homes and businesses more climate friendly.


6. New Business
a. Tree planting The Council is still keen to see trees planted alongside the road between Trent and Over Compton but thinks it best to wait for the new farm subsidy arrangements. 
b. Dog fouling in Nether Compton It was agreed to put a notice in the QT Magazine urging dog owners in the village to take home and properly dispose of dog poo bags.
c. Trent pond The Council was told that Lizzie Bell has donated a new bench for the pond area. Cllr Hayton has arranged a meeting with the ECT to discuss drainage from surrounding fields that is adversely affecting the pond. He will also bring up the need to safely maintain trees in the area. 
d. Proposal to create village maps showing land ownership The Council agreed to look into this.
e. Grant application from Over and Nether Compton Village Hall The Council agreed to pay 10% of the costs incurred in drawing up plans.
f. [bookmark: _GoBack]PC donations It was decided to donate £300 each to Sherborne Voluntary Ambulance, Sherborne CAB, Artsreach and Nordcat. Cllr McBeath left the room for the decision.
g. Proposal to support CPRE objection to solar farm application at Lillington WD/D/19/003181 – See open forum.
