Minutes of a meeting of the Queen Thorne Parish Council held on Monday 5th September 2016 at Nether Compton Village Hall

1. Apologies Cllrs Brewer, Hayton, DCC Cllr Hall
2. Chairman’s Remarks – see planning section
3. Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda Cllrs Harris and Dodd declared an interest in item 6c.
4. The Minutes The minutes of a meeting held on 7 July 2016 were accepted as a true record and signed.

5. Business Items arising from Meeting of 7 July 2016
a  Nether Compton Recreational Ground Cllr Yendole reported that as yet no new football team has come forward to use the ground. The facilities have been well used by children over the summer and Cllr Dodd thanked Cllr Yendole for his hard work looking after things.
b Allotments. Cllr Biddiscombe handed £10 from a NC plot rent to the Clerk. Cllr Kipling reported that 2 more plots have been taken and so the Council voted unanimously to reverse the decision to close Trent allotments taken at the last meeting. Cllr Kipling is liaising with the EC Trust to arrange  hedge cutting and clearing of brambles etc.
c Speeding Cyclists in Sandford Orcas  Finding an acceptable location for a warning sign in the centre of the village has proved impossible. The Council will now suggest yellow lines across the road in addition to the proposed signs and rumble strips on the edges of the village.
d Problem of 4x4 motorbikes and quad bikes on parish lanes The situation in the Comptons has been quieter over the summer but 4x4s have still been off roading in Trent. Cllr Biddiscombe is waiting for a quotation for erecting a barrier/sign on the bridleway.
e Campaign to challenge Mudford Development  The revised Environmental Impact Assessment from Abbey Manor Group is still awaited, as are the results of the CIL hearing. 
f Trent Hall Lease An extension of 80 years to the lease has been agreed. The boundaries will remain the same. Part of the school playground is now being used for staff parking which has greatly helped with congestion. The Village Green application has now been dropped.
g Land around Sandford Orcas Hall The Village Hall Committee has met and decided against selling land to a neighbour, mainly because of a memorial flowerbed on the land. It is hoped to register the village hall land in the near future.

OPEN FORUM
WDDC Cllr Gould told the meeting about the recently launched consultation on the reorganisation of local government in Dorset. It is hoped that the new structure will bring not only financial benefits but also greater transparency and accountability. The progress made in reaching this stage is already testament to the increased collaboration within local government. The consultation finishes on October 25th and when a consensus has been reached it will be submitted to Westminster.


6  New Business
a  To review the Council’s financial regulations –The previously circulated regulations were accepted by the Council with an amendment to item 3.6 to clarify the meaning.
b  Superfast Broadband Progress has been good and is making a real difference. A question was asked about coverage for Over Compton which is programmed for 2017.
c Compton House Cricket Club The Clerk had been sent a report on the club which is doing very well with many young players. The club would like to expand and has asked for support from the Parish Council. The Clerk will write to the treasurer and explain the procedure for applying for Council support.
d  Dangerous tractor driving in Over Compton Residents have reported tractors driving too quickly and damaging verges. Councillors were sympathetic but felt that without evidence of actual wrong doing there is little that can be done.
e  Highways Working Together  The Clerk gave a brief resume of work that will no longer be covered in the Highways budget. The new Working Together initiative has been well received by DAPTC.
f  Potholes  It was reported that the surface of the road on Weston Street outside Manor Farm Dairy, Trent is in a poor state. The Clerk will write to Highways and request a meeting with Councillors as this is a frequently recurring problem.
